Goals:

· Introduce you topic

· Grab your reader’s attention

· Lay out the content of the paper through the thesis

***Be original—to do this, avoid the following paragraph starters***

· Starting with a quote 

· “I’m going to tell you…”

Go from General to Specific- Think of an Inverted Triangle
***Hint: If you have your thesis, work backwards to find a general idea***
Options to Begin:

· Provide background information on the subject (for instance, regarding your Poe essay, write information that interested you…NOT Poe’s entire biography, )

· Discuss an original idea, not in the remaining paper, you learned about Poe or one that relates to Poe.

Ms. Hutira’s thesis: As a man ahead of his time, Poe proved to be a feminist (according to modern standards) through his depiction of women in his works. 

General Ideas from Thesis:

· Female/Male equality

· Treatment of women in literature (compare another author similar to Poe)

· False impressions about Poe
