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Types of Organization
Chronological Order


-The writer sequences a timeline of events either from the most recent date 
to the least recent date. Or, the writer brings the reader from a past event 
to a present event.  

Cause and Effect

-The writer stresses the cause or state of a particular situation, by explaining why “Event A” happened. Likewise, the writer provides results or reactions to a particular explanation to persuade the reader towards a specific side.  
*For example, because typing for long hours can cause carpal tunnel, employee training programs discuss the ailment in their orientation seminars. 
General to Specific Order


- The writer begins the paper discussing a general point/idea and then leads 
the reader to a specific purpose for the work. Or, the writer chooses to 
perform the reversal—the paper begins with specific details and concludes 
with a general statement. 

Comparison and Contrast

-The writer evaluates several concepts by either showing differences or similarities between the presented ideas. These categories effectively demonstrate how one concept is preferable to another.
*For instance, various car dealerships compare and contrast automobile lines to persuade shoppers to purchase a specific vehicle. 
Emphatic Order


- The writer arranges their ideas based on the importance of the presented 
materials. Subsequently, the writer chooses between immediately showing 
their strongest point or he waits till the conclusion. Regardless, the author 
knowingly structures the paper to create a lasting impression on the reader.
